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As expected, egg hatch is underway at many sampling sites, with only East Yorkshire yet to begin. In any late drilled, struggling, backward or particularly thin crops it may be worth considering a treatment at the first available opportunity as tiller survival will be very important in these crops.
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Action: Use Risk Assessment Charts to identify fields at high risk. These are late drilled, e.g. following sugar beet, or backward crops with few tillers and poor overall establishment. Be prepared to apply treatment in 200 to 1,000 litres per hectare of water to fields in the highest risk category.
